The hopeful reality for a Christian is that in each of 
these promises is a commitment by the Lord to supply as with His faithfulness 
to help us  honor our vows. At the root  it is a relational concept. " Let what 
you do and say  protect  & nurture our relationships. [ Deut.26: 16 - 19; 28. 9 - 
10 ] 
Have you ever noticed how fulfilled promises surprise the world? 
  
 A fulfilled promise  gives a lost world a glimpse into the unchanging 
nature of our  heavenly Father. The  Covenant between God & Israelites was 
done in a unique way which happened between God and Abraham.[ Gen.
